 The business can be a sole trader, a private or public limited company, a partnership or limited liability 

partnership, a business unit within a company or a not-for-profit organisation.  Businesses can operate in any 
trading sector. 

 

 It is a condition that entrants must declare whether they, or the business they represent, are involved 
in (or could be involved in) any dispute or judgement that could in any way significantly interfere with the 

proper conduct of the Illawarra Women in Business Businesswomen Awards. 
 

 Responsibility within the scope of these conditions cannot be accepted for any failure of confidentiality.
